Certified Agency-United Way Agreement

The undersigned Certified Agency of United Way of Madison County represents that:

1) It will comply with all 15 Standards for Certification of United Way of Madison County.

2) It will complete and submit all funded program and agency reports, with appropriate attachments, in a timely manner.

3) It will not engage in any appeals to businesses, corporate, or employee groups through payroll deduction plans.

4) It will discuss any plans for conducting a major capital campaign with the United Way of Madison County before such plans are made public.

United Way of Madison County represents that:

1) It will communicate the value of certification and of the specific work of Certified Agencies to the general public.

2) It will allow Certified Agencies to receive designated gifts via the Annual Campaign, provided that the Certified Agencies do not solicit such gifts on their own behalf.

3) It will seek to involve Certified Agencies as leaders in strategic initiatives that are aligned with specific agency missions.

4) It will continue to seek opportunities that enhance the delivery of essential human services through the non profit provider network. 

This agreement will remain in effect for the certification period. At any time during this period the Certified Agency or the United Way of Madison County may serve notice of its desire to modify or terminate this agreement. Failure by a Certified Agency to continue to comply with the terms of this agreement may result in its immediate termination by United Way of Madison County. 

Failure by a certified agency to submit complete and timely reports, either program or agency certification reports, as required by United Way of Madison County will cause that agency’s certification status to be considered suspended effective with the day following the due date of such report(s). Such suspension of certification will preclude forwarding of funding by United Way. If such agency submits the delinquent or incomplete report in a satisfactory manner within 30 days of the date of suspension, then full certification will be reestablished. Otherwise, the certification is considered suspended at least until the next certification application cycle.  In such case, an agency wishing to regain certification status must submit a completed application for new certification.
